The fluviatile sands of Kislang are situated at about 100 km from Budapest (Kretzoi, 1957, p. 240) and have yielded a mixed fauna of uncertain(s) age(s). The majority of fossils belong to Equus, and only two teeth to Hipparion  (Zone MN 16 ?). The latter were referrred by Kretzoi to the new species H. moriturum. There is also a MT III referred to the same species although it comes not from Kislang but from Ercsi. This MT is quite larger than those of H. crassum but has the same proportions.
